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Downloading Titles to a Nook 
 

1. On your home computer, go to http://adobe.com to 
download and install Adobe Digital Editions software 
on your computer. This will serve as your “home base” 
for downloading, viewing, and transferring titles from 
Washington Anytime Library to your Nook. (During 
installation, the screen may freeze when it says 
“installed,” so click on the “Completed” tab, agree to 

terms and create a User ID and Password.) Select the “Library View” icon in the upper 
left corner. 

  
2.  Next, go to http://www.upperskagit.lib.wa.us. Once at the Library home page,  

 click on “eBooks” in the navigation menu. Scroll down to Washington Anytime  
Library and click on the link to their website - the direct ink looks like:
Washington Anytime Library. You can also type the following address into your
browser: http://anytime.lib.overdrive.com. 

3. On the Washington Anytime Library homepage, click on “Sign In” and select         
“Upper Skagit Library” from the drop-down menu. A message will appear 
asking you to “please click here to sign into this system.” Enter your library card 
# and pin # (the same one you use to access your account online – initially this is 
the last 4 digits of your telephone #, but you are able to change that at any time). 
Do not enter any spaces between digits.  

 
4. To browse for titles, select from the list of options, or use the search field. You 

can also choose the “Advanced Search” feature. Choose “EPUB” or “PDF” under 
the Format drop-down menu, and check the box “Only titles with copies 
available” if you want to check out a title immediately. Click on a title to learn 
more about it, and then select the “BORROW” button if you want to proceed to 
check it out. (You can also save it to your wish list and return to it later.)   

 
5. This takes you to the Bookshelf screen. This is where you’ll select the format to 

download (Kindle, EPUB, Read in your browser) or you can also change your 
mind and return the title. By selecting “Download” you’ll then choose “Open” rather 
than save or cancel. By choosing the “open” option, the title will automatically open in 
your Adobe Digital Editions screen. To change it from full screen view to an icon view, 
select the icon that looks like three books sitting on a shelf in the upper left corner of the 
screen. (Your Adobe Digital Editions view should be set to “Library.”) 

 NOTE FOR MAC USERS:  When you select “Download,” the item will go directly to 
your download folder. Open Adobe Digital Editions, then open your Downloads folder 
through the Finder menu. Double-click on the item you downloaded and it will appear in 
Adobe Digital Editions.

6. You can hover over a title in your library and an arrow will appear in the upper left 
corner of the book’s icon. Click on the arrow to reveal a drop-down menu of “Item 
Options.” These include:  open, delete, item info, and return borrowed item. 

 
7. Plug in your Nook using the USB cord and authorize the device the first time you use it.  

(A message may pop up asking you to choose Autoplay or other options – just close this 
mini screen.) The screen on your Nook will read “USB Mode” but nothing will appear to 
be happening. 

 
8. On the Adobe Digital Editions screen, Library View, a little icon of the Nook will appear 

on the left side of the screen. When you are ready to transfer a title from your computer 
to the Nook, click on the selected title and drag it over to the Nook icon. A copying bar 
will immediately flash across the screen. You can click on the Nook icon to confirm that 
the title transferred. 

 
9. When you’re finished transferring titles, do not unplug the Nook before clicking on the 

“Safely Remove Hardware” green arrow on the bottom right corner of your computer 
screen. Follow the directions to end your session until you get a message that is it safe to 
remove your hardware. Unplug the USB cord from the computer. (For MAC : Click on 
“Nook” on the Finder menu to unselect it.) 

 
10. Go to the Library screen on your Nook and title that you transferred will appear. These 

titles have a little “n” Nook symbol in the lower right corner of the book’s icon. 
 

Deleting books from your Nook 
 

Return a checked out Library book 

� While in Adobe Digital, click on 
the Library icon to view what 
you have in your library. 

� Chose the book you’d like to 
return and click on the little 
arrow in the left-hand corner on 
the icon. 

� Click on return book. 
� Verify return early. 

To delete the returned book from the 
Nook: 

� Have your Nook plugged into 
your computer. 

� Click on Nook to view folders. 
� Open the folder named Adobe 

Digital Editions. 
 

 

� Right click on the title you want 
to delete and click delete.  

� Verify that you want to delete. 
Delete a purchased or free eBook from 
your Nook 

� Access your Barnes & Noble 
account. 

� Go to Account Settings. 
� Scroll down to Digital 

Management. 
� Click on My Nook Library. 
� Click delete next to the book you 

want to delete. 
To archive a book in the Nook: 

� Click on library 
� Double tap on the book title 
� Click archive 
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
